 The SLTC provides educational opportunities for residents, 

 fellows, surgeons, and researchers, as well as physician 

 assistants, nurses, and other allied health professionals seeking 

 to expand and practice their skills. These opportunities include 

 simulation in virtual reality, arthroscopic simulation, and 

 cadaveric specimen support. In 2023, the SLTC held  

 656 sessions ranging from education, research, and physician 

 practice to industry product education and development. More 

 than 3,100 learners completed over 1,500 educational hours.

 More than 15 high-school students from Chicago’s west side 

 came through the SLTC as part of the Hope Medical Scholars 

 program.
